Russell Iungerich, CMC ’63, JD ’68 (Berkeley Law, Boalt Hall), of Iungerich & Spackman, PLC, and Sunil Sundar, CMC ’04, JD ’07 (Boston University), Associate, Iungerich & Spackman, will teach a course on Understanding Law School and the Practice of Law, Saturdays, January 31, February 28 and March 7, 9:30 a.m. – 12:30 p.m., in the Bauer Center Forum, CMC. 

Mr. Iungerich is a successful, practicing litigator here in the Los Angeles area where he has operated his own law firm since 1978. He has argued four cases before the United States Supreme Court, ten cases before the California Supreme Court, and 25 cases before the United States Court of Appeals for the Ninth Circuit and more than 400 cases before the California Courts of Appeal. He was a deputy attorney general for the State of California from 1969-78, where he served as assistant chief of the 52-lawyer Criminal Law Division, as Administrative Assistant Attorney General in charge of the then 125-attorney Los Angeles office, and as lead attorney of the Land Law Section in Los Angeles. In 1976, he was the lead deputy attorney general who handled the extraordinary proceedings in Los Angeles Superior Court to reopen the Robert F. Kennedy assassination to see if Sirhan B. Sirhan acted alone. He served as Editor-in-Chief of the Los Angeles Bar Journal, and was elected as an At-Large Trustee of the Los Angeles County Bar Association, 1981-83. He is a founding member and President of the California Academy of Attorneys for Health Care Professionals. He has been selected by his peers for inclusion in most recent editions of The Best Lawyers of America. He taught Federal Courts and Ocean Resources Law at Loyola Law School in Los Angeles during the 1970's. 

Mr. Sundar is a recent graduate of Boston University Law School. He has worked as an associate with Iungerich & Spackman since January of 2008. He brings the perspective of a recent law school graduate to this course. In March, 2009, he attended a one-week trial "boot camp" for litigators sponsored by the American Bar Association’s Trial, Tort and Insurance Practice Section at the National Judges College in Reno, Nevada.
