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	New MPH Program at Claremont Graduate University

The newly established School of Community and Global Health at Claremont Graduate University is pleased to announce the offering of a Master of Public Health (MPH) program. 

The mission of the program is to prepare professionals to play leadership roles in promoting community and global public health at the community level through improved research, practice, policy-making, research, and system response. The program will train students to organize health programs, engage in evidence-based health promotion activities and undertake other public health endeavors to address critical health issues in Los Angeles and Inland counties, the nation and abroad. 

The first cohort of students will enroll in the spring of 2009 for a five semester, 48-unit program, consisting of 13 courses. Students will complete five courses which cover the core public health competencies and then select one of three concentrations: (1) Health Promotion, Education and Evaluation; (2) Applied Biostatistics and Epidemiology; or (3) Leadership and Management. All students will complete a supervised field training experience in a public health agency or setting. Students will benefit from a wide array of field study experiences both locally and, at their option, throughout countries of the Pacific Rim, South Asia, Latin America, and Europe. A capstone project, whereby students demonstrate mastery of public health competencies, serves as the culminating experience. This program will seek accreditation from the Council on Education in Public Health (CEPH), upon graduation of the first cohort of students.
