How to Install Korean Fonts (Input & Display)

* If your computer has Microsoft Windows 2000 or XP, you do not need to download any software. 

a. Go to the “control panel” -> “date, time, language, and regional options” ->  “add other languages” 

b. Under “language” there are two sections. First, look at the lower section, “supplemental language support.”  Click the box for “install files for East Asian Languages”

 c. Once the files are all installed, you may need to restart your computer. Then, go to the “language” option again and look at the upper section under “language”, titled “text services and input languages”. Click on “details” and add “Korean”.  

d. You have finished successfully if you can see a language bar “EN” on the bottom of your computer. Click on “EN”, then it will give you an enlarged language bar. Click the bar. You will see “Korean” and click “Korean”. Now you can use Microsoft Word, Explorer, Outlook and much more in Korean. 
* If your computer has a lower version Windows system, then you need to go to the Microsoft Website (www.microsoft.com), search for “Korean Global IME”, and download the file. If your computer has Windows 2000 or XP, you should not download these files. Instead, just use the built-in options following the instructions above.
